This annual award was created in 2003 to commemorate the life of Dr Meng Cheung Fong.

A Sturt Badminton Club member for 7 years, Meng was a keen badminton player and an active participant and assistant in many Club activities, both social and competitive. Meng was diagnosed with Cancer late-2002 and, despite failing health, continued to support the club until passing away in May 2003 at the young age of 23.

Though not an exceptional player, his enthusiasm, friendliness, consistent good humour, selflessness, sportsmanship and team spirit was greatly admired within the club as well as the wider badminton community.

Meng truly epitomised the values and qualities that the Sturt Badminton club aims to foster through this award.

The Meng Fong Memorial Award is an award designed to acknowledge the Sturt Badminton Club member who best demonstrates any, some or all of the following qualities during the calendar year:

The winner of the Award will be acknowledged on a perpetual trophy and will receive a medallion and gift voucher.

Nominations must be received no later than 4th March 2016. Nominations will be judged by the club committee and the Award will be presented at the next Annual General Meeting of Sturt Badminton club on 1st April 2016 should a nomination meet the criteria for the award.
